ommission has its way.

he commission is taking heat over a controversial proposal to ban schools from enforcing
gender divisions in sports teams, school organizations, bathrooms and locker rooms. It says
orcing a student into a particular room or group because of his or her biological gender
amounts to discrimination.

he issue came to light last year when the commission ruled that, under the Maip
Rights Act, a school had discriminated against a 12-year-old transgender bo
access to the girls’ bathroom.

ow the commission aims to issue guidelines on how schools should d similar situations
n the future. It would make Maine the first state to implement such guidelines for schools as
young as preschool and nursery -- and even some private schools.
