2Ti 2:14  Of these things put them in 
remembrance, charging them before the 
Lord that they strive not about words to no 
profit, but to the subverting of the hearers.

2Ti 2:15  Study to show thyself approved 
unto God, a workman that needeth not to 
be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of 
truth. 

2Ti 2:16  But shun profane and vain 
babblings: for they will increase unto more 
ungodliness. 
2Ti 2:17  And their word will eat as doth a 
canker: of whom is Hymenaeus and 
Philetus; 
2Ti 2:18  Who concerning the truth have 
erred, saying that the resurrection is past 
already; and overthrow the faith of some. 
2Ti 2:19  Nevertheless the foundation of 
God standeth sure, having this seal, The 
Lord knoweth them that are his. And, Let 
every one that nameth the name of Christ 
depart from iniquity.

Rightly Dividing the Word of God

Q:  Can’t we all just get along?  I say 
we just forget that list.  And fast!

A:
Rev 2:1  Unto the angel of the church of Ephesus 
write; These things saith he that holdeth the seven 
stars in his right hand who walketh in the midst of the 
seven golden candlesticks; 
Rev 2:2  I know thy works, and thy labor, and thy 
patience, and how thou canst not bear them which are 
evil: and thou hast tried them which say they are 
apostles, and are not, and hast found them liars…

A:  Did you know that YOU have YOUR 
lines of fellowship TOO?  Yes you do!

The only questions are, WHERE will they 
be.  And HOW will you determine them – by 
feeling, or by Scripture?



Rightly Dividing the Word of God

Q:  Why do we personally have to judge 
at all?  Why is it our place?

A:  To know who to preach to.
Rom 10:1  Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God 
for Israel is, that they might be saved. 
Rom 10:2  For I bear them record that they have a zeal of 
God, but not according to knowledge. 
Rom 10:3  For they being ignorant of God's 
righteousness, and going about to establish their own 
righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the 
righteousness of God. 

A:  The church is the pillar of the truth.

A:  There is a “confession” issue too.     
1 Pet. 4:11.



Rightly Dividing the Word of God

Q:  Do you REALLY believe “only the 
Church of Christ is saved” ?

A:
Rev 10:8  And the voice which I heard from heaven spake unto 
me again, and said, Go and take the little book which is open in 
the hand of the angel which standeth upon the sea and upon the 
earth. 
Rev 10:9  And I went unto the angel, and said unto him, Give me 
the little book. And he said unto me, Take it, and eat it up; and it 
shall make thy belly bitter, but it shall be in thy mouth sweet as 
honey. 
Rev 10:10  And I took the little book out of the angel's hand, and 
ate it up; and it was in my mouth sweet as honey: and as soon 
as I had eaten it, my belly was bitter. 
Rev 10:11  And he said unto me, Thou must prophesy again 
before many peoples, and nations, and tongues, and kings.

A:  How many entered Canaan?
A:  How many got off the Ark?
A:  How many came out of Sodom?
A:  How many returned under Ezra?
A:  How many were in the upper room?
A:  What does Matt. 7:13-14 teach?



Rightly Dividing the Word of God

Q:  What should our elders tell Christians who 
are leaving to join the Jehovah’s Witnesses?  
“God speed you” ?

A:
Eze 3:17  Son of man, I have made thee a watchman unto the house of Israel: 
therefore hear the word at my mouth, and give them warning from me. 
Eze 3:18  When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him 
not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his 
life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at 
thine hand. 
Eze 3:19  Yet if thou warn the wicked, and he turn not from his wickedness, nor 
from his wicked way, he shall die in his iniquity; but thou hast delivered thy soul. 
Eze 3:20  Again, When a righteous man doth turn from his righteousness, and 
commit iniquity, and I lay a stumblingblock before him, he shall die: because thou 
hast not given him warning, he shall die in his sin, and his righteousness which he 
hath done shall not be remembered; but his blood will I require at thine hand. 
Eze 3:21  Nevertheless if thou warn the righteous man, that the righteous sin not, 
and he doth not sin, he shall surely live, because he is warned; also thou hast 
delivered thy soul. 

Q:  How can we decide who is saved and who 
isn’t?  What doctrines should we “enforce”?

Joh 5:41  I receive not honor from men. 
Joh 5:42  But I know you, that ye have not 
the love of God in you. 
Joh 5:43  I am come in my Father's name, 
and ye receive me not: if another shall come 
in his own name, him ye will receive. 
Joh 5:44  How can ye believe, which receive 
honor one of another, and seek not the honor 
that cometh from God only?
